Eligibility Criteria:

Service Canada
· Meets NEET criteria i.e. Not Employed, Not in Education, Not in Training or is in one of the latter for less than 15 hours per week. (Rationale: participants need to have time in their schedule to meet the Employment Specialist and do their FWs tasks to get to their employment/education goal)

· Age group 16-25

· Citizenship status: is a Canadian Citizen or Permanent Resident or New Immigrant*
*New Immigrant: is a person who has moved from their country of origin (their homeland) to another country to become a citizen of that country and has been in that country for less than 5 years.

· Is not currently enrolled in another employment supported program

· Employment Insurance (EI) status is irrelevant. Youth is eligible either way
*If on EI, remind participant to contact Service Canada office to notify them they are enrolled in the FW! program. Participants on EI have full access to FW! resources and services but cannot get paid minimum BC hourly wage if that’s an option at your centre.

MSDPR
· Meets NEET criteria i.e. Not Employed, Not in Education, Not in Training or is in one of the latter for less than 15 hours per week. (Rationale: participants need to have time in their schedule to meet the Employment Specialist and do their FWs tasks to get to their employment/education goal)
· If they do not meet with Service Canada criteria they are eligible for the MSDPR funded services
