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Foundry Works is a new education and
employment program designed to assist youth
who are experiencing barriers to employment
and education.

Foundry is removing barriers and increasing
access to health and wellness for young people
and their caregivers across BC. We offer mental
health and substance use services, physical
and sexual health care, youth and family peer
support and social services in welcoming,
youth-friendly spaces.

Who is eligible to participate in Foundry Works?
BC young people between the ages of 15 — 24 who are:

Not currently employed, in training, or education; in less
than 15 hours of employment, training, or education.

Experiencing barriers to employment, training, or
education.

Interested in participating in the Foundry Works program.
