What did Foundry do in response?

Foundry supports youth of diverse
ages, genders and ethnicities.
Some groups are represented
more than others.

A majority of youth accessing
services identified as female.

The needs of youth are continuously evolving, 
       and youth services need to adapt alongside.  

Routinely collecting and analyzing youth-centred
data (like in this study) is key to improving services.
Learning about who is not accessing services helps
us build strategies to reach a wider range of youth.Developed We Are Here For
